Grzegorz Stefanski, born in 1983, is a Polish artist based in London since 2017. He works
primarily with multi-screen video installations, moving images and photography. His
practice, strongly influenced by performance, is located at the nexus of choreography,
psychology and film.

During his residency at TOKAS he was working on a new moving image work
investigating the subject of care-violence dynamics in relationships and the idea of
home. Shot on location at Edo-Tokyo Open Air Architectural Museum, the film takes a
form of an endless loop, reflecting the pattern of dynamics replayed in a relationship
between protagonists.

Tyler Coburn is interested in the counterfactual: a thought experiment which imagines
alternate routes that history could have taken. He has brought this interest to TOKAS,
where he is researching the first Europeans who arrived in Japan in the 16th Century,
with a focus on their representation in Japanese culture—and on the role that disease
could have played. For Open Studio, Coburn’s research takes form as a wall installation
made of gofun, which mimics the lichen on a monument to their arrival; and intimate
performances, in English and Japanese, centered on two nanban objects.

Situated at the intersection of art, technology and political & societal concerns, the work
of artist duo LarbitsSisters grew out of a shared fascination for new media, merging
research and artistic practice to explore pressing issues such as traceability, algorithms
and automation, focusing on creative drives and patterns in digital media. During their
time at TOKAS, the street gardens adorning Tokyo's residential areas, bound to Japanese
garden culture, were sought out for their ability to photosynthesis and oxygenate the city,
observing different shapes of lives in these potted street gardens: starting from the life
of the microbiome and its symbiotic relationship with its host - be it a blade of grass, a
flower, a plant, a shrub.

With a conceptual approach, his sculptures reference post-colonial, the post-modern
and the left-wing movement as a form of resistance against the logic of the capitalist
market system. With irony and exaggeration of certain formal aspects inherent to our
contemporary society, he makes art and craft which refer to social reality. As part of
the exchange program in Tokyo he researched Japanese traditions of craft and the
murmuration of starlings as an exemplar system of collective intelligence and group
coordination.

He has a diverse practice in which he designs
spaces for various theater disciplines and develops scenographic installations from his
own artistic research. His research in Tokyo focused on the spatial workings and making
methods of sets and props of the classical Japanese theater forms Noh, Kabuki and
Bunraku. He investigated the historical development of these theater forms and rituals
they stem from. Van Gerven further investigated forms of animism in Japan to discover
how patterns of binary thinking about human/nature, self/other and perpetrator/victim,
can be seen differently.

Based on a big Mexican clay folk sculpture that he owned called
The Tree of Life that is exhibited permanently in the living room of his house memorial in
Aoyama, Novelo is aiming to find a parallel to his monumental sculpture from 1970 with
the same name featured at the interior of his 7ower of the Sun in Osaka.
